ñWell it serves you right coming in at 1.30am stinking of beer and curry.ò 
ñI blame Jeff, Eileen. He makes the rules for the Christmas Handicaps: óThe hotter your curry, the 
better your handicap will be.ô  ò 
ñAnd how many pints did you have in the Malt Shovels?ò 
ñOnly six pints of Guinness love.ò 
ñDonôt you love me, Dave Attwell! And what about the Indian? What curry did you have?ò 
ñI fink it was a Rogan Josh ..... and four lagers!ò 
ñTHINK? You KNOW it was, look at the state of you. Youôre fit for nowt. Why do I bother?ò 
Eileen looked at me as if to say, ñWhat have I done to deserve you?ò 
Then she said, ñAnd if you think that you are not coming shopping you can think again!ò 
ñYes my love, I will be ready at 11 oôclock.ò 
ñYOUôLL BE READY AT NINE-THIRTY .... RIGHT??ò  
(Thinks)  ñI wonder if all the other lads are getting this much grief? I know that Jeff wonôt because 
heôs only been married for four months.ò 
 
After another coffee, and as I lay there, my mind drifted back to Thursday evening at Seamons Moss 
on Oldfield Brow. At 7.55pm Alan Hardman was frothing at the mouth: ñWhy do we always have to 
wait for Alan Rydout?ò Jeff said, ñHe likes to watch Panôs People on Top of the Pops.ò Rick Bond 
said, ñTell Alan Rydout when he arrives at 8.01pm: óYouôll never run for Great Britain in the Olympic 
Games.ô and when he asks Why? Tell him: óBecause you would miss the start of the 10K !ô  ò 
 
A big cheer went up then off we went, Alan Hardman leading 27 club members down Oldfield Road 
at 6 minute pace. Neil Hindle then led down Weldon Road and over the canal bridge to Park Road. 
Andy Morley took the lead to Timperley village (3½ miles completed) where we slowed down to let 
the stragglers catch up. There, Alan Hardman turned right with Rick Bond, Dave Blyth, Irvin Coombs. 
Bernard Blow and a few others. 
 
One minute was wasted here so I led up Thorley Lane joined by Neil Millar and, shifting up the gears, 
it was on ...THE BURN UP !! Alan Blinston shouted, ñAbout time Dave.ò As Alan and Jeff reached 
Hale Road traffic lights they slowed down so that all 18 runners started the sweep down Park Road 
together. Mike Brooks went to the front for the dash to the Bleeding Wolf (5½ miles covered). 
Alan Rydout took over, thinking he could screw us all on South Downs Road. Well, Blinno soon 
sorted Alan out, sweeping past with Jeff, Andy Morley, Roy Gresty, myself, Alan Key and Ian Morton. 
 
It was 5 minute pace up to Langham Road where we slowed down for the others to catch up, then 
Pete Drinkwater led to Dunham Road lights (7 miles in 39 minutes). Blinno then set off for the final 
push to Highgate Road but Jeff was having none of that so it was him and Blinno, with the rest just 
hanging on up the hill and back to Seamons (8 miles in 45 minutes). 
 
After getting changed it was off to the Malt Shovels for 9.15pm to bribe Jeff with a pint so he would 
ófixô our handicap. Jeff said, ñWatch my lips.ò 
HOW DO YOU WORK THE HANDICAPS JEFF? 
At 11.15pm twelve regulars walked up to the Don chippy to sit down for luvverly hot Fish & Chips. 
 
It was an 8pm start on Friday for the annual pre-handicap óbooze upô. (I donôt think Jeff ever learned 
anything from óJimôll Fix Itô). Over 30 jolly happy club members had a good evening until 11.30pm, 
then 18 of us went over to the curry house (the rest sneaked off home). We all agreed to share the 
total bill except Alan Key, who said that, as he had bought a round of crisps in the Malt Shovels, he 
should not have to contribute to the meal. Larf, what a Larf! A good night and a good laugh until we 
got kicked out. I donôt remember walking home but it was good to get into bed. 
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Now to the Handicaps ....... At 1.30pm in brilliant sunshine a crowd had gathered to watch the fathers 
race. Eleven started the one-lapper and a half pint of beer had to be drunk at the top of the hill! 
John Grange won and the rest staggered in red-faced, saying, ñNever again!ò At 3pm the first runner 
in the main event was off. (Itôs surprising how the slowest runner can have a two lap start on the 
scratch runner and still get beaten). Although the course was slightly different to todayôs course it 
was just as hard. 

At 4.30pm, back at Seamons Moss Community Centre, Rick Shelley and Ken Chadwickôs wife made 
sure that everyone got a glass of sherry. Most of the members and their wives brought something to 
eat which made for a great spread. I can remember making a bit of a mess in the kitchen, making 
cheese straws and Eileen saying, ñJust leave it to the women.ò At 5pm the prizes were given out and 
when Ian Morton went up for the Winnerôs Trophy, presented by Alan Hardman, everybody shouted, 
ñFIX.ò I wonôt go into the prizes but some of the members should hang their heads in shame for what 
they put on the table. I picked up a packet of pencils costing 20p in Woolworths! A nice silver trophy 
was held by the winner for the following year, but sadly the trophy has since disappeared. 
 

HOW MANY COULD LIVE WITH THE BURN -UP TODAY? 
 

Since I joined the club in 1966 there have been two things that I wanted to do. The first was to win 
the Christmas Handicaps, my favourite race. The second was to screw Jeff Norman in any race! 
I never did beat Jeff and it was 2005 before I won the handicap, then I could retire happy. My first 
handicap was in 1966 when the race started and finished at the bottom of Bonville Road in Oldfield 
Brow, passing through Dunham Park and turning at the big house. Alan Blinston was the class act.
